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If the following symptoms occur, please
disconnect the power plug and perform the

following checks:

* The washing machine does not work.
Reason:

1. Check that the power supply is in good
condition.

2. Check that the power plug is inserted properly.
3. Check the wash timer knob.

* The drainage hose does not work.
Reason:

1. Check that the drainage hose is not laid too
high-

2. Check that the drainage hose is not blocked
by foreign objects.

* There is abnormal noise during washing.
Reason:

- Check that there are no coins or any other
foreign objects dropped into the wash tub.

* There is abnormal noise during washing
noise and violent vibration during spinning.
Reason:

1. Check that the washing machine is placed on
flat, stable floor.

2. Check that clothes are evenly disturbed in the
spin tub.

3. Check if there are washing materials or
foaming debris dropped into the space outside
of the spin tub.

Before calling a service man please check
the following:

If the washer does not start.
- Whether the house circuit breaker is tripped or
a fuse is blown.

- Whether the power cord is connected to the
socket properly.

- Whether something prevents the impeller from
rotating.

If there is excessive noise.

- Check whether something is touching the
impeller during rotation.

- Check whether there is an excessively
unbalanced load in the spin basket while
spinning.
