- After changing the drainage hose, make
sure that the hose is not loose.

- Do not push the drainage hose into the
cabinet.

- The length of the drain hose may be
extended to as much as 1.5m if kept on level.
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4. Installation Place
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- Install the machine on a stable and leveled ground.
- Leave 15 cm of space between the washing machine

and the wall.
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5. Caution
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- Using the washer in a damp place such as a
bathroom may cause defective insulation or
corrosion.

Avoid such a location.

- Sometimes the plastic portions change their
color or deform in direct sunlight, so avoid
exposure to direct sunlight.

- Never put the washer with the polyethylene
cover in direct sunlight.

- Do not wash water-proof laundries like rain-
coat,

- Do not place the washing machine near a heat
source or hot abjects.

Operation Instructions
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1. Preparation
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1. Attach the feed hose securely.

2.Leave the drainage hose fixed until you finish
washing. Although a small quantity of water will
drip from the hose, it will not affect the operation.

3. Plug the power cord to the wall socket.

4. Caution
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1. Make sure that drainage is working properly

after washing.

2. Do not use water with temperature over 50° C.
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5. Caution
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- Impure water sources do not help to clean the
clothes and can damage spare paris of the
washing machine.

- Do not use unknown or expired detergent
powder.

6. After Operation
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1. Drain out the water and hook the drain hose.
2. Unplug the power cord from the socket.

3. After using bleach or starch, rinse the wash
tub.

Washing Instructions

1. Remove foreign objects from the clothes.
2. Sort clothes by fabric, colours, and shades.

3. Clothes of woolen or delicate fabrics can be
put into the washing net.

4. To prevent possible water overflow during the
wash cycle, set the water level control to the
(HIGH) position.

7. Detergent
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How to use bleach

- Dissolve the bleach in the proper amount of
water according to its instructions. Then slowly
pour it into the wash tub.

Size Of Load

- Fabrics vary in weight and load. These two
factors should be considered when determining
the size of the load.

- The maximum load for your washer is the
amount that is able to move freely in the
washing tub. If articles of clothes do not move
freely, take one or two items out.
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8. Lint Filter
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How to remove
1. Push the filter, and then snap it out.

2. Turn the net inside out and take out the

How to replace

- Replace the filter, bottom first, and then
snap in at the top.

- Clean the lint filter out after every use.

How to remove
1. Push the filter down , then snap it out.

2. Pull the back cover of lint filter then pick
up from front cover then clean with water.

How to replace

- Install the filter in its position with note of
install the base firstly then set it tightly with
the upper edge.

S. Impeller
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It is necessary to remove the propellor
for example when something (coin,
button...etc) is preventing the impeller
from rotating.

How to remove
1. Loosen the impeller screw set
with a screwdriver (turn counter-

clockwise).

2. Pull up the impeller from its
screw set.
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Maintenance

Before any maintenance, please unplug the
machine and close the tap.

Proper maintenance of the washing machine
can extend its working life. The surface can be
cleaned with diluted non-abrasive neutral
detergents when necessary. If there is any
water overflow, use the wet cloth to wipe it off
immediately. No sharp items are allowed.

Note:

Formic acid and its diluted solvents or equivalent
are forbidden, such as alcohol, solvents or
chemical products, etc.

3. Cleaning The Inlet Filter
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Note:

Inlet filter must be cleaned when there is less
water.

1. Press the button head, and pull the lint filter
out,

2. Turn the filter inside out, and rinse it in water.

3. After inserting the claw, press the button to
insert it into place.

4, A sound of "ba” indicates proper installation.
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4. Troubleshooting
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If the following symptoms occur, please
disconnect the power plug and perform the

following checks:

» The washing machine does not work.
Reason:

1. Check that the power supply is in good
condition.

2. Check that the power plug is inserted properly.
3. Check the at the wash timer knab.

* The drainage hose does not work.

Reason:

1. Check that the drainage hose is not laid too
high.

2. Check that the drainage hose is not blocked
by foreign objects.

* There is abnormal noise during washing.
Reason:

- Check that there are no coins or any other
foreign objects dropped into the wash tub.

* There is abnormal noise during washing
noise and violent vibration during spinning.
Reason:

- Check that the washing machine is placed on
flat, stable floor.

Service & Maintenance
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Before calling a serviceman please check
the following:

If the washer does not start.
- Whether the house circuit breaker is tripped or
a fuse is blown.

- Whether the power cord is connected to the
socket properly.

- Whether something prevents the impeller from
rotating.

If there is excessive noise.

- Check whether something is touching the
impeller as it rotates.

If the supply cord is damaged, it must be
replaced by service centers or reliable
service agent to avoid hazard.
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
