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How To Use The Chopper

1- You can chop meat, vegetables, herbs, bread, biscuits and nuts.

2- Don’t chop hard foods such as coffee beans, ice cubes, spices or
chocolate - you'll damage the blade.

Before Chopping...

1- Ensure the hand blender is unplugged. Insert the blade in the chopper
bowl; locate it over the chopper bowl shaft.
